Registration: 
Each camper and staff member must submit a registration form.  Registrations must be turned 
into your Pack Day Camp Coordinator. Payment must be made though your home unit. The 
council scout office will not accept registrations or payment for Day Camp.  Each camper and 
staff member must also submit a health form with Parts A and C completed.

Relatives: 

“Pixies” (younger children of volunteers) and older siblings age 11-13 years should be  
registered separately, and must submit their own medical form.  Registration fee for Pixies is 
$5.00 per day or $20 for the whole week.  You must be volunteering any day your pixie is 
attending camp and if you leave, you must take your pixie with you. 

Volunteering: 
We are always in need of volunteers.  For every 4 cub scouts and siblings wanting to attend 
day camp, your pack must send a full week volunteer.  It is a rewarding and fun experience 
for the whole family, so please come and join us.
